6 Unfinished Business: 

6.1 Mulch Proposal ï Dave Guyot moved, Bob Lipmyer seconded, to accept the 
Greenlawn mulch proposal to do all trees, all cul-de-sas, and 50% of utility boxes 
for an amount not to exceed $9,500.00.  Motion passed, all in favor.  Entrance 
Islands and unit flowerbeds are not included in this motion. 

6.2 Street Cleaning ïPhil Katz moved, Dave Guyot seconded, to accept street 
cleaning proposal from Metro Sewer Cleaning if C&J Lot Sweeping Inc. is unable 
to provide the service.  Work is to be completed prior to next regular meeting.  
Motion passed, all in favor. 

6.3 Co-owner Irrigation Tampering ï Tampering of the irrigation system per the 
Bylaws and Rules and regulations is a violation subject to fines.  Irrigation is a 
general common element, as are all areas of the grounds.  Management to 
develop a co-owner letter advising of the seriousness of this on-going problem as 
well as co-owner lawn fertilization and other general common element activities.

7.1 Insurance Renew 2008 Property/Hazard/Umbrella ï As the insurance was 
extensively researched in 2007, Phil Katz moved, Dave Guyot seconded, to 
continue with Auto Owners insurance for the 2008-2009 coverage period.  Motion 
passed, all in favor.

an outstanding volunteer effort much appreciated by all.

This information has been 
reviewed with the Committee Chairman, there being no material changes.  The 
Committee was commended for an outstanding effort!  The final document is 
being completed for final review and consideration.
